preview-latex

Activation

preview-latex is part of AUCTEX. If it is active, you should
see an entry “Preview” in the menu bar when editing IATEX
files. If you have a “LaTeX”, but no “Preview” menu, add the
following to your .emacs file:

(load "preview-latex.el" nil t t)

Usage and keybindings

preview-latex operation only affects the display of the buffer,
not its contents. It runs only on demand, using the target
DpvI or PDF files in the process. The first command in the
following list (also on the toolbar button) will (as applicable)
repreview an active region or a single modified preview, toggle
the visibility of an unmodified preview or generate previews for
a surrounding buffer area up to the next preview.

All outline minor mode
commands are under the prefix key specified by outline-minor-
mode-prefix, default is “C-c @”.

Activation

RefTeX is part of [X]Emacs. To activate and make it interact
with AUCTeX, insert the following lines in .emacs.

(add-hook ’LaTeX-mode-hook ’turn-on-reftex)
(setq reftex-plug-into-auctex t)

Since RefTeX scans the entire (multifile) document, it can pro-
vide commands that act on all files of a document. Check the
Ref->Global Actions menu for these commands.
